W: Hi! How are you? Winston Jerome Lindsley. Fairfax, Virginia. And what’s your name?

N: I’m Neil Smith from Nofi, Michigan.

W: Oh really? Yes because…

N: You went to the University of Michigan Aphasia program.

W: Yes because 1…2…3… I did.

N: Yes. And I was the LEG group, the language enrichment group. I was the coordinator. 

W: Yes.

N: And Gordon was the Speech and Language pathologist.

W: Oh really?

N: Ya.

W: Oh I didn’t know. 

N: And…

W: Sorry

N: Every Wednesday I met, from 10:30-12:00, I met me and 5-10 stroke survivors, and/or aneurisms, but mostly stroke survivors, and we talked about what we did last week, what we…..

W: Oh no, really? I want to be able to do that!

N: You? You did go by.

W: Pardon me?

N: You did go by.

W: Yes, but so what’s the name?

N: Winston Jerome...

W: No, here.

N: Aphasia

W: Aphasia. Oh, I didn’t know.

N: It’s for every one of us.
W: Oh yes, I know but…see um, hold on, ok?

N: Sorry.

W: Um, you mean here? Oh sorry, um, here?

N: Sunday, June 18.

W: Yes, yes?

N: Yes. You and I went to Boston, Massachusetts.

W: Well no, Fairfax Virginia, but,

N: No, no, no no! We were going from Boston, and you’re going to go to Fairfax, and I’m going to go to Detroit Metro. 

W: Yes, but, like, one two three four five seven eight nine, you? I’m sorry

N: Oh, 2 or 2:30 I’m going to go, 

W: Me too!

N: I’m going to go to Detroit with Northwestern.

W: So what do you do?

N: Nothing much. I was an accountant. I was the controller of a manufacturing firm, but now (motions at leg brace).

W: I know, me too. (nonsense syllables) It’s like, oh man! I’ll tell ya. But anyway, it’s terrific. I’m going to say.

N: Yes, it’s terrific, but it’s not terrific too.

W: Ya I know, exactly. So here (points).

N: Sunday?

W: Yes, like,

N: I’m gonna go, we’re gonna go Thursday, last Thursday, May, June 15th, me and Mimi, and Carol, and Joy, and we’re going to go, they’re the Speech and Language Pathologists, and I was the…

W: What? OK, So maybe, let me see, movies. I don’t know, what’s that name? Movies, no. But I want to be able to do that. It’s unbelievable. Anyway,

N: Ya.

W: Exactly. Come on.

N: OK, I had my stroke eight years ago.

W: So one, two, three, four, five, six, eight.

N: Seven, eight.

W: Eight, ok.

N: And, I’m not like I used to be, before the stroke,

W: Me too

N: But life goes on.

W: Exactly.

N: Ya, I had a Tuesday and Thursday, Eastern Michigan University, one on one, me and a graduate speech and language pathologist. I used to be in the Eastern Michigan University for accounting, way way way before. But now, Ypsilanti Michigan. It’s just Ypsilanti, Ann Arbor. What else?

W: I don’t know let me see. Well, I want to do. OK. So Russia, and the Greek. Unbelievable, I mean wow. Me, Winston Jerome Lindsley. I mean, whew, so it’s good. What else? It’s good. Absolutely terrific. And um, let me see. I don’t know. What do you think?

N: You went everywhere. I went, before my stroke I went to England three times, and VanCouver 7 or 8 times, and then the states. But, ya, you went…

W: Ya I know, unbelievable. Whew! So what do you think? I’m going to do that OK? Thank you so much!
N: Thank you!

W: Bye! Here! (Waves)
